Tickets:
· Basketball: $60,000 budgeted, ended up at $115,000
· Baseball: $50,000 budget, currently at $81,000
· Sun Belt has sold 115 session ticket books for revenue of $11,000
· Football renewal percentage 74%; will probably be closer to last year’s number 
· Ticket Office and Athletic Foundation are doing a software change to Paciolan
· Transition to take 2 months, usually takes 5-6 months
